The official launch of the ‘Researchers in Europe 2005’ initiative will take place on 8 June 2005 at the Museum of Natural History in Luxembourg, under the patronage of the Luxembourg Presidency. 

The European Science and Research Commissioner Janez Potočnik, as well as the Luxembourg Minister for Research François Biltgen and other European officials, will attend the event. Between 300 and 500 are expected to attend, including journalists, Members of the European Parliament, national political and scientific personalities and school directors.

Groups of children from schools from across Europe will also be present at the launch and a variety of science-related events are being planned for the youngsters. These will include the “Panda Club” aimed at 6-11 year olds and the “Science Club” aimed at 11-18 year olds. The Museum’s ‘Galileo bus’ with its mobile laboratory will be open to visitors. There will also be a number of ‘Science and Society’ events and activities aimed at making adults more aware of the potential of a scientific career.

‘The Ark’ Cultural Centre for Children, in Dublin, is organising a special event to celebrate the science of robotics, aimed primarily at children and young people. Activities around this theme will run from 22 June to 30 September 2005 and will include:

· Save the Robots: a major international exhibition, celebrating robotics and exploring the design of robots and automata from ancient Egypt to the 21st century; loan objects from international laboratories and museums will be showed, and a custom-built reconstruction of ancient automata is foreseen.

· ‘ArtBots’ – the international robot talent show, to be held in Europe for the first time in July 2005. This will showcase the creativity of European robotic engineers, scientists and artists working with robotics;

· Robot-building workshops for children: These will be led by internationally renowned engineers, scientists and artists, including Natalie Jeremijenko (University of California, USA), Mike Petrich (Exploratorium, USA), Jonah Brucker-Cohen (Trinity College, Ireland), and Brian Duffy (University College, Ireland). Children will have the opportunity to meet and talk with these young researchers and to gain hands-on experience of how to build and operate a robot;

· Schools programmes: in partnership with “discover science and engineering”,   ‘Robot and Artificial Intelligence’ workshops will be held with groups of schoolchildren before, during and after the ‘Save the Robots’ exhibition. Work produced by the children will be gradually integrated into the exhibition, which will evolve over the four-month period.

The national University of Ireland (University College, Dublin – UCD), the information service of the Irish Department of the Environment (ENFO) and the National Museum of Ireland (Natural History division) are organising a series of eight ‘learn-in’ events to be held over the summer months. These ‘Cabinets of Curiosity’ will consist of a series of public workshops led by senior researchers from across Europe, each backed up by a two-week-long ‘hands-on’ exhibition on the theme of the workshop. The events will cover a wide variety of topics – from fisheries management to meteorites – which will make it possible to present an extensive range of research objectives and techniques. The wider implications of each research area will be considered, as well as its past and present impact on the intellectual, social and economic infrastructure of the world today. Educational assistants will be permanently available at the exhibitions to assist the public in manipulating and understanding the various elements on show.

The synthesis exhibit, to be launched in mid September, will bring together all of the eight demonstration installations into a single, large, environmental education exhibition which will be on display for a further 11 weeks; an accompanying educational package is foreseen. The aim is to increase public awareness of the relevance of environmental research to today’s society and the vital role of museums in supporting this work.

· ‘Faces of researcher’ - The Finnish television station – YLE1 – will be broadcasting a series of eight ‘portraits’ of researchers (text, sound, video), which will look at their daily work and the challenges of a career as a scientist.

The CRESCERE project will be conducting a remote experiment in measuring the speed of cosmic rays. The participants will take part in the building of a telescope with three ‘scintillation counters’ for measuring the speed of cosmic rays. The equipment itself will be in Lisbon, Portugal, but other teams will participate in the work, which will be accessible through the internet.

Two remote experiments on the measurement of cosmic rays will be conducted by European researchers, with the participation of the general public. In addition, 103 on-line experiments are planned, as well as 10 scheduled on-line data collection sessions. A number of conferences will be organised and schools will be actively involved in the event through visits and the preparation of school kits.
