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On September 28, on the initiati-
ve of the European Commission for
the third time in Bulgaria the so-cal-
led Researchers’ Night was held.
Within the ambit of the REGGAE
Project, a consortium of 5 universi-
ties — the University of Sofia, the
University of Ruse, the Thracian
University and the Technical universi-
ties of Sofia and Varna, together with
Young Talents Club and with the coo-
peration of the Union of Scientists in
Bulgaria and the National
Archaeological Museum with the
BAS, organized in Sofia, Ruse,
Varna, Stara Zagora, Plovdiv, So-
zopol, Kardjali and Kazanlak a series
of events, which presented the pro-
fession of the scientist/researcher in
untraditional and atiractive ways: by
meetings, conversations and enter-
tainment with scientists, poets or
musicians. The goal of all the events
in Europe, and now in Bulgaria too,
is to show the researchers in a dif-
ferent light from the one they are
usually seen in. With their knowledge
and scientific research the people of
science are the driving engine of
mankind's technological progress,
but are left outside the public atten-
tion. The results of an experiment
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show the way children imagine scientists: almost all drawings
depict weird, lonely men with cloaks, tousled hair or magici-
an's hats, engaged in some secret acts in the middle of the
night. And young people think scientists are dull and introvert,
closed and unsociable.

This year the event was aimed thematically at archaeolo-
gy and history and took place under the motto “Researchers
as leaders to the greatness of ancient Europe”. Different sta-
ges of Bulgarian history were presented - the history of the
Thracians, the influence of the Greek and Roman cultures,
the war history traditions, the importance of towns, and the
place of Bulgarian scientists in the European scientific space.

The discussions with young people in museums over a
cup of coffee, where the challenges before the profession of
the scientist today were discussed, stirred the public interest.

The culmination was in the Hall of St. Kliment Ohridski
University of Sofia, where the audience enjoyed the resear-
chers’ Music and Poetry evening. The best children’s drawings
from the Paint a Scientist competition were awarded. The
night continued with a fancy ball Back in Time where everyo-
ne saw for themselves that scientists are good dancers and
initiators of original forms of entertainment.

With the Researchers’ Night project the European
Commission aims at encouraging young Europeans to
embark on the road of scientific career and make Europe a
leading scientific power and a zone of competitive economy.
The big hope is that the EU member states would allot 3% of
their GDP for science, which would guarantee great opportu-
nities for the development of quality research and achieve-
ments.
